Nature’s Niche

Summer was a mixture of very hot and dry days meJand July and a good swamping
of wet periods in August and no doubt the wildhied as much difficulty coping with the
changeable climate as our older population. Soerstvallows and martins will return to
their African winter home and the swifts have aliygone. With the possible onset of
migratory butterflies that often turn up in goodwhers in September, look out for red
admiral, painted lady and clouded yellow. A raretgurring European scops owl made
only its second appearance in the UK at Thrupp,mmad¢he delight of the hundreds of
twitchers who came to hear and view and to theetistof local residents who could not
reach their local pub for parked cars! A goldemwlerwas heard in Wytham Wood during
July and the occurrence of this spectacularly aaldsouthern summer migrant prompts
us to ask how these migrants get here and whataneshs they call on. We do not
know but it seems that some are able to steerwairby the sun or the stars and some
by the magnetic forces of the earth. The onesgialost off course from America are
more likely to have encountered strong winds emera@iyou visit the Scilly Isles in the
south and Fair Isle in the north you may encouraer birds each year. The case of a
shearwater that was taken from its nest in Wese¥/ahd released after flying by Jumbo
to Massachusetts and then returned to its nestemeek is almost too hard to believe
but yes, we know it happened, as the bird was thgge

If you have seen a willow warbler, a chiffchaffaoblackcap this summer or have heard
the reed and sedge warblers which frequent thehypérabitats of the parish you will
once again have experienced the presence of letande migrants and it seems hard to
believe that these small birds travel down to Afrémd back every year. Not only that,
the young may do so alone as the adults often e to fend for themselves.
Travelling so far with no previous experience is dguivalent to us finding Oban in
Scotland with no maps or road signs. Try it sometitt can be most tricky.

Interesting bird sightings in the parish includedrsh tits in Harcourt Wood along the
Hinksey Heights Trail, wheatears on the golf couhgeng the migration period and
goldcrests at Chilswell. A great tit once againteésn my post box rearing nine young
and the postman was duly warned to divert posttimagreen box. Unfortunately the
Green Box people tipped the post into their vatvemoccasions so if you sent me any
mail and did not get a reply that could be thewaas

If you haven’t a pond in your garden | can recomdhgemas it increases the wildlife
enormously. Many birds enjoy a dip including blite perched on the lilies, and
dragonflies and damselflies abound. It is amazimg Quickly frogs and toads will take
up residence and within hours of creating a newdddound water beetle and skaters.
This year with the dry long dry spell ponds filletth water were critical for keeping
much of the wildlife going. Fortunately Thames Watermitted pond filling even
though many of your flowers and vegetables coulgt ba hand watered.



We are still compiling the wildlife data for the Paish Conservation Strategy Report
due to be finalised at the end of this year. If yowish to get your name in this
publication please let me have any interesting recds for South Hinksey Parish as
soon as possible.
